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Downtown Canandaigua Hanging Baskets Reach Record Size
Hot, dry weather has not stopped the beautiful hanging baskets in Canandaigua from reaching new heights. Stroll down Main Street and you will find large vibrant baskets that have even attracted amateur photographers to capture their beauty.   

When asked about the secret to maintaining such bountiful baskets, John MacKenzie, Downtown Maintenance Manager says “regular, thorough watering, a little food and a lot of TLC.” John starts everyday at 5am making his rounds to each plant, spending about 3 minutes watering each one. Spending that much time with the plants gives him the opportunity to really get to know them, he even names each one.  
Here are some 2007 standouts:

The longest Sweet Potato Vine is “Ginny Vine” measuring 94” long and can be found in front of The Unique Toy Store, 120 S. Mai n St

The longest petunia is “Ms. Nicole” at 72” long residing in front of The Vegabond Gallery, 32 S. Main St.
The largest petunia is “Mr. Big” with a diameter of 44” and can be found in front of Flowers by Stella 168 S. Main St.

The most colorful is Ms. Kristen located in front of the Chamber of Commerce at 113 S.

The most difficult are Ms. Abigail and Ms. Jessica in front of the Salvation Army at 136 S. Main Street, constantly refusing to absorb water. 

This is the 15th year for Hanging Baskets on Main Street and the program is funded through donations from residents, businesses and supporters of Downtown Canandaigua.  A total of 62 baskets fill Main Street, Phoenix Street and the Commons Park.
